Amid escalation of the sanctions
imposed in early 2022, the govern-
ments and specialized agencies of
Russia and Belarus are working effec-
tively to minimize their consequences
and ensure economic growth. Joint
projects are being implemented in the
field of production cooperation and
import substitution, ensuring smooth
functioning of financial and com-
modity markets, as well as new pro-
duction and supply chains formation.

and creation of equal opportunities
for Russian and Belarusian citizens
and businesses. The development
of integration processes in various
formats has led to a multiple increase
in the volume of mutual trade, which
has more than tripled over the past
20 years.

In 2023, the bilateral trade turnover
between Belarus and Russia reached
a record level of about 53 billion US
dollars. External challenges have only
brought the two countries together and
strengthened integration processes. The
Belarus-Russia relations have confirmed
the strategic partnership status.

Last year also recorded historic
regional cooperation activity: more
than 100 delegations of various levels
from Russian regions visited Belarus. In
turn, more than 110 visits of Belarusian
delegations to Russian regions took
place, including 16 visits of Roman
Golovchenko, the Prime Minister.

Work at the regional level not only
ensures import-substituting supplies,
but also contributes to new investment
projects. Examples include the
creation of joint production facilities
for trams and electric buses in Nizhny
Novgorod region, the establishment
of a plant for the production of grain
drying complexes in Bashkortostan,
the start of production of municipal
vehicles on MAZ chassis in Kaluga
and Smolensk, and the assembly of
combine harvesters and grain trucks
in Krasnodar region. Multi-brand
centers of Belarusian machinery
are being built in several Russian
regions.

This workis in many ways facilitated by
various kinds of events, conferences,
business meetings and negotiations.
Last year, the Belarusian Chamber
of Commerce and Industry and its
regional unitary enterprises had
dozens of such events. And the trend
continues this year.

The
priority areas of cooperation include
machine building, agriculture, light
industry, petrochemical complex and
energy.

msk is one of the main industrial
Ocenters of the Russian Trans-
Urals. The chain of industrial
cities Yekaterinburg — Chelyabinsk —
Tyumen — Omsk — Tomsk — Novosibirsk

stretches west-east to the north of the
border with Kazakhstan.

Omsk region's contacts with Belarus
are enhancing. Last year recorded a
new point in bilateral relations: our
country took the fourth place among
the region's foreign trade partners.
China, Kazakhstan and Tirkiye are
ahead. However, the plans for the near
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future are to push back Ankara in the
top three. The potential for this, judging
by the last few years, is sufficient.

The trade turnover between Belarus
and Omsk almost doubled last year,
and many new commodity items were
supplied. Enterprises have become
more active in cooperative ties: despite
the distance, benefits are visible and
logistic chains work.

But in order to reach a new level,
the parties need new cooperation
projects, common developments in

The necessary
factors converged, including time and
place, demand, historical background —
after all, at the same time a great fair
had been held in Gomel for a century
since the beginning of the 19 century.
And the format of the new exhibition
changed dramatically in the following
year 2001, as well as the interest to
it from exhibitors. The event got the
status of an international one — more
than 90 participants from Gomel
region, regions of Belarus, Russia and
CIS countries took part in it.

At present, together with the Mogilev
Branch of the Belarusian Chamber
of Commerce and Industry, we are
working out the promotion of our
enterprises’ products to the African
continent.

What are the main obstacles that local
enterprises face when trying to enter
foreign markets?

Entering foreign markets is always
hard work. You have to take a number
of serious, thoughtful actions backed
by human and financial resources. You
can't just enter the market of another
country — you have to go through a lot
of technical registration procedures,

study the market, understand
its preferences and conduct a
serious marketing campaign. For

often associated with significant costs,
which often outstrip profits.

In addition, the most important barriers
to foreign trade activities include
complication of supply chains, increase
in tariffs of international -carriers,
cost and time of delivery of goods,
complexity of cross-border banking
transactions, instability of currency
exchange rates.

How does the Regional Executive
Committee cooperate with the
regional branch of the Belarusian
Chamber of Commerce and Industry
in supporting the Mogilev region
exporters?
